





What a difference a decade makes

Consider this comment by Archbishop Peter Hollingworth in
the March 1995 edition of the same Anglican 'Focus’
newspaper of March 1995, as he voiced his concern that
religion was being privatised in schools, and taken over by a
fundamentalist group, the Scripture Union:

"On the other hand, the work on the ground (in State
Schools) is being increasingly dominated by fundamentalist
groups teaching a narrowed theology which is unacceptable
to most mainstream churches. In this matter we have only
ourselves to blame because we have been unable to come
together ecumenically and so left the door open for private
bodies like the Scripture Union to move into the gap and fill
chaplaincy appointments with people of their own particular
persuasion”.
